If the student gets 15 or more yeses, this shows that he or she has mastered the skill. If the student gets 9 to 14 yeses, he or she needs more practice with the skill. If the student gets less than 9 yeses, the skill needs to be retaught. Having the scaffolded assessment automatically counts for HAD HELP on the top question on the rubric. This same rubric can be used for the exit ticket. However, it would just be completed through question 3 in each section. 

This rubric will be used by me to determine whether the student needs more instruction on creating and choosing good research questions and search terms or whether the student is proficient enough to be mostly independent. The students will be doing some research online throughout the unit, so this is laying the foundation of knowledge so that the students will be able to do online research on their own throughout the unit. The assessment will show me who I need to work more with before the students start their unit research.
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
